Competition Conditions: 
§ Entrance fee must be fully paid to Cranbourne Golf Club by Wednesday 17th March 2010.

17th March 2010. 

§ The competition shall be played in accordance with the Rules of Golf as adopted by R&A 
Rules Limited, together with such local rules as are in force on the day upon which the 
competition round is played.   

§ Open to all Juniors under 18 years as at 29th March 2010.  A competitor may not win 
more than one 18 HOLE EVENT.  In the event of a tie there will be a count back per the 
Golf Australia regulations.  

§ The Tournament Committee reserves the right to vary any condition of this event. In the 
event of inclement weather or for any other reason the Tournament Committee may 
shorten the tournament or arrange an alternate day. Protests must be made to the 
Tournament Committee no late than 10 minutes after the conclusion of the round. The 
decision of the Tournament Committee will be final in all matters relating to the event. The 

Tournament Committee shall have the right to refuse the entry of any person without being 
required to give any reason for such refusal. 

§ Competitors must provide a current handicap record verified by their home club or 
their Golflink Number.  Entries shall only be made on the official entry form unless 
otherwise permitted by the Tournament Committee.   

§ The course will be available for practice at a reduced green fee of $25 on Monday 22nd 
March, Tuesday 23rd March and Friday 26th March.   Times must be booked by contacting 
the Club’s Pro Shop on 03 5991 3456 

§ Players and caddies must observe the dress standards and any course requirement of 
Cranbourne Golf Club.  Golf Shoes with METAL SPIKES are NOT PERMITTED under any 
circumstances.
