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LOCAL RULES

To be read in conjunction with the Rules of Golf
Penalty for Breach of Local Rule: Match Play - Loss of Hole, Stroke Play - Two Strokes

Out of Bounds: Any place i) beyond the Club’s bound-
ary fence ii) beyond white stakes, or discs, with black
tops, or iii) on or beyond the concrete paths surrounding
the Clubhouse is Out Of Bounds. Rule 27 applies.
Staked Trees: If a staked tree interferes with the player’s
stance or the area of intended swing, the ball MUST be
lifted without penalty, and relief obtained under Rule 24-2.
Distance Measuring Devices: For all play at this course
a player may obtain information by using a device that
measures distance only. However, if during a stipulated
round, a player uses a distance measuring device that is
designed to gauge or measure other conditions that might
affect his play (eg, gradient, windspeed, temperature,
etc), the player is in breach of Rule 14-3, for which the
penalty is disqualification, regardless of whether any
such additional functions are actually used.

Immovable Obstructions close to the Putting Green:
Specimen Local Rule No 6 of Part B of Appendix 1 of
the Rules of Golf applies.

Bunkers: If a ball lies in an eroded part of a bunker relief
without penalty may be obtained under Rule 25-1 b
(ii)(a). Stones in bunkers are moveable obstructions. The
steps in the bunkers on the 10th and 13th holes are
Immovable Obstructions. Relief may be taken according
to Rule 24-2.

Ground Under Repair is defined by White stakes
and/or continuous white lines.

Woodchip plantations are integral parts of the course
unless marked as Ground Under Repair. The woodchips
are deemed to be loose impediments.

Traffic Control stakes, ropes and hoops are moveable
obstructions.
